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Teacher Affirmation of Doctrinal Points and Positional Statements
CHLG is a faith based organization in the Evangelical Christian tradition, and as such it’s important that each staff member affirm the below doctrinal points and positional statements as being consistent with his/her personal beliefs.  Section 702 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 exempts religious organizations from Title VII’s prohibition against discrimination in employment on the basis of religion.  Applicants who have a current church affiliation and who can affirm the below document with their signature shall be provided an equal opportunity to be considered for hire regardless of race, color, national origin, sex, age or the presence of a non-job-related medical condition or handicap.
Doctrinal Points

· We believe in the one eternal God, Creator and Lord of the world, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, who governs all things according to the purpose of His will.
· We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, and in the historic fact of His virgin birth, His sinless life, His miracles, His vicarious and atoning death through His shed blood, His bodily resurrection, and His ascension to the right hand of the Father.

· We believe that all men and women in their natural state are lost and in need of salvation through Jesus Christ, and that this salvation can only be attained through personal faith in Christ.  We believe that Christ is the only mediator between God and mankind.
· We believe in the unique divine inspiration, truthfulness, full trustworthiness, and authority of both the Old and New Testament scriptures in their entirety as the only written word of God, without error in all that it affirms, and the only infallible rule of faith and practice.
· We believe in the necessity and efficacy of the substitutionary death of the Lord Jesus Christ for the redemption of all who place their faith in Him.

· We believe in the presence and power of the Holy Spirit in the work of regeneration, including conviction of sin, faith in Christ and new birth.  We believe the Christian is enabled to live a godly life by the indwelling of the Holy Spirit.
· We have an expectation of a personal and visible return of the Lord Jesus Christ, in power and glory, to consummate His salvation and His judgment.
· We believe in the resurrection of both the saved and the lost.  We believe that the saved will live eternally with Christ in Heaven and that the lost will live eternally without God in hell.
Positional Statements
We believe that sexual activity and intimacy are intended by the Creator to be enjoyed solely within a monogamous, heterosexual marital partnership between one man and one woman.  We do not teach or provide books about same sex marriage. 

We believe that God created two distinct sexes, male (man) and female (woman) and that gender identity was established at creation and is unchanging.  We regularly use the terms “girl” and “boy” as distinctives in the classroom.
We respect the right of parents to discuss sensitive issues with their children in the way and at the time of their choosing.  If questions arise in the classroom that concern gender identity or same sex relationships (or other sensitive topics) we direct the child to ask his/her parents at home (and we inform the parents).
